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Why no spot registrations for
18-44 group still, HC asks govt

THE GUJARAT High Court asked
the  state  government
Wednesday why spot registra-
tions have not been permitted for
Covid vaccination for 18-44 age
group in Gujarat when the
Centre has allowed everybody
above 18 years to make walk-in
registrations at government-run
vaccination centres from May 24.
The HC's query came while hear-
inga suo motu publicinterest lit-
igation (PIL) on the pandemic
and its management.

A statement issued by the
Gujarat government Monday
stated vaccination slots for the
18-44 age group can only be
booked through CoWin platform
in the state for the time being.
Nearly amonth after vaccination
opened up for the 18-44 years’
category, the state still continues
to exclude the age group from
vaccination in 23 districts.

OnWednesday, the state gov-
ernment, represented by
Advocate General (AG) Kamal
Trivedi, indicated before the high
court that introducing walk-in
registrations for the 18-44 cate-
gory has not been feasible in
Gujarat owing to the limited sup-
ply of vaccines.

Trivedi also submitted that
13.68 lakh vials (doses) of
Covishield manufactured by the
Serum Institute of India (SIT) and
2.49lakhvials (doses) of Covaxin,
manufactured by Bharat Biotech,
were received by the state gov-
ernment in May, specifically for
18-44 age group, which could be
used till the beginning of June.
The doses committed by the two
companies for June, the AG sub-
mitted, was much less — a total
of nearly 10 lakh, with 8.30 lakh

Surat businessmen
seek extended timings
for shops, tax waiver

REELING UNDER restrictions
due to the Covid pandemic, tex-
tile traders, jewellers and hote-
liers in Surat have sought relief
from the government. Textile
traders have urged the state
government to extend the time
limit to keep their shops open
from 10 am to 6 pm, while jew-
ellers want it from 10 am to 8
pm. Hotels and restaurant asso-
ciation has requested the mu-
nicipal commissioner to waive
the water and property taxes
for three years.

There are 170 textile trading
markets in Surat city that
houses around 70,000 textile
trading shops. The markets
were shut for almost a month
due to the lockdown during the
second wave of the pandemic.

From April 28, the textile
trading shops were allowed to
open from 9 am to 3 pm.
However, the industry is still
facing losses, according to The
Federation of Surat Textile
Traders Association (FOSTTA),
which wrote a letter to Chief
minister Vijay Rupani, request-
ing to increase the timings.

Talking to The Indian
Express, FOSTTA president
Manoj Agrawal said, “Wehave
been suffering great losses...
Generally traders come to the
shops around 10 am and even
customers come after 11 am...
but we have to start winding up
the business from 2 pm...
Customers from other states are
not coming due to shortage of
time. If the time limit is ex-
tended till 6 pm, it will help.”

Meanwhile, in a representa-
tion to Surat Municipal com-
missioner BN Pani, the South
Gujarat Hotel and Restaurant
Association (SGHARA) has de-
manded exemption from prop-
erty and water taxes for three
years.

SGHARA president Sanath
Relia said, “Our industry suf-
fered great losses during the
Covid pandemic. Many people
who were operating on rented
premises had to close down.
We have requested to the mu-
nicipal commissioner to waive
property and water taxes for
three years.”

“We have been assured 10
lakh(doses)supply for June...

When the division bench of
Justices Bela Trivedi and Bhargav
Karia enquired why the state has
not placed global tenders to pro-
cure vaccines, government
pleader Manisha Shah stated the
global vaccine manufacturers
“have stated they will not enter
individual contracts with states”.

Referring to no spot registra-
tions for the 18-44 age group,
Justice Karia said: “What about
spot registration? Suppose you

have allocated 100(doses ata spe-
cificvaccinationsite) for today, you
canregister online for 80, remain-
ing 20 can be spot... What about
those persons who do not have
any access for registration...?”

AG Trivedi said the state will
look into the same to check if a
viable method can be adopted to
this effect.

Mucormycosis drug

On the issue of increasing mu-
cormycosis cases in the state
and shortage of the essential
antifungal drug used to treat the
disease, the bench observed the
notification issued by the state
government pertaining to dis-

tribution of Amphotericin-B is
“vague”.

It added the government no-
tification also does not clarify
how the drug can be procured
from the eight nodal hospitals in
seven districts, by other govern-
ment and private hospitals, by
the hospitals in the remaining 26
districts, and who were the con-
stituent members of the com-
mittee that will decide who gets
the drug.

The bench also sought an ex-
planation from the state govern-
ment on why the designated
venue of distribution in
Ahmedabad was changed mul-
tiple times.

On May 19, the state circular
had first designated SVP Hospital
and Gujarat Medical Education
Research Society (GMERS), Sola,
as the two nodal hospitals for dis-
tribution of the drug to other hos-
pitals in Ahmedabad. However,
the next day the venue was
changed from SVPHospital to LG
Hospital and on May 24 this was
again changed to Ahmedabad
Civil Hospital.

AGTrivedi informed the court
that while SVP Hospital was
designated in the first circular,
the state government was in-
formed by the Ahmedabad
Municipal Corporation (AMC)
that “there was some difficulty”
as SVP Hospital is not wholly an
AMC-run hospital. Following
this, the venue was shifted to LG
Hospital, but owing to shortage
there were some altercations
between the hospital adminis-
tration and kin of patients, fol-
lowing which AMC further sug-
gested to the state that “it
would be better if the state
takes over” the distribution. The
venue, the AG said, was then
changed to  state-run
Ahmedabad Civil Hospital.

VADODARA
2 of UP gang
held for loot

at petrol pump

Vadodara: The Vadodara Local
Crime Branch (LCB) and Special
Operations  Group (SOG)
Wednesday arrested two persons
of a gang from Uttar Pradesh for
the alleged armed loot of
Rs 27,000 in March at a petrol
pump on Halol-Vadodara Road
near Bhaniyara village.

According to the LCB, three
masked persons opened fire and
escaped with Rs 27,000 from the
counter on a two-wheeler. They
went to Jarod village from where
they drove a car with Uttar
Pradesh registration, police said.

“The car was identified from
CCTV footage of highway toll
plazas from Alirajpur in Madhya
Pradesh to Uttar Pradesh....
Investigation revealed that the car
belonged to Chandraprakash
Parmar, a criminal in UP.

AFTER CYCLONE TAUKTAE
Power supply to Jafrabad, parts of Una,
450 villages yet to be restored: Minister

CYCLONE-HIT Jafrabad, parts of
Unatown and450villages are the
only areas where power supply is
yet to be restored, the Gujarat
government said Wednesday af-
ter areview of the electricity sup-
ply restoration work at a cabinet
meeting in Gandhinagar.

“Apart fromJafrabad, no other
townis withoutelectricity. Today,
power has been restored in
Rajula, while in Una, electricity
has been restored in 90 per cent
areas. We are targeting to restart
power supply to Jafrabad by May
28,” Energy Minister Saurabh
Patel said.

Chief Minister Vijay Rupani,
meanwhile, told media persons
that power supply to 450 villages
incyclone-hitareasis yettobere-
stored. “In last six days, we have
restarted all roads that had closed
down due to obstructions caused
by cyclone. No village remains
disconnected. The maximum
damage has happened to electric-
ity network... About 10,447 vil-

The Power Grid Corporation
of India, he added, has flown a
100-member team from West
Bengal to help restore power sup-
plyinthe cyclone-hitareas which
includes a 220 KV transmission
line that remained dysfunctional
after transmission towers col-
lapsed in the cyclonic winds.

While restoring electricity
supply in the cyclone-hit areas
priority is being given to Covid
hospitals, water works, oxygen
plants and mobile towers, the
minister said. “Power supply to
the Covid hospital in Rajula will
start Wednesday, while power
supply to Covid hospital in
Jafrabad will remain pending,”
Patel said. TheJafrabad hospitalis
currently managing its power
supply using diesel-powered

generator sets, he added. The
Jafrabad facility is among the four
such Covid hospitals which are
currently using diesel generators
to manage power supply.

Patel said apart from 150-odd
mobile towers in Rajula and
Jafrabad, all 3,205 mobile towers
have been provided with electric-
ity supply. “In Amreli circle, we
have sent 656 gangs (or teams),
in Bhavnagar circle a total of 352
gangs are working to restore
power. More than 10,000 work-
ers are there in Amreli and
Bhavnagar,” he added.

Referring to restoration of
power supply to agriculture sec-
tor before the Kharif season, the
energy minister said, “Ofthe 4,800
agriculture feeders that were shut,
3,547 feeders have beenrestarted.
Only 1,254 feeders thatremainare
in Amreli, Gir Somnath,
Bhavnagar, Botad and Rajkot.”

Patel added over one lakh
electricity poles supplying
power to agriculture sector has
been damaged. “We are sending
8,000 lamp posts daily to Amreli
alone for the last three-four
days,” he said.
